PUPPET PRESENTATION CHECKLIST
You will get into a group of 2-4 people. You will create a story all together. Then, you will fill out a character analysis sheet for your character. You will then create a puppet out of a material of your choice. You may choose a paper bag that I’ve provided, or come up with your own material and bring it in from home. 
1. _____ Get into groups of 2-4 people.

2. _____ Choose a story to perform with your puppets. *Some ideas at the bottom of the page.
3. _____ Write down the plot summary of the story together, as a group. I urge you to use Google Docs, or an online resource, so that you can all access this at home. Get everyone’s home contact information, in case someone is sick. You can work on this summary at home with everyone, while you’re sick. 

4. _____ Fill out the Puppet Character Analysis Sheet. 

5. _____ Start building your puppet. You can choose whatever material you’d like for the puppet. It can be the paper bag, or some other material. (bonus points if it’s not the paper bag.)
6. _____ You must use at least four different mediums to decorate your puppet. ie. Paper, felt, yarn, string, buttons, beads, macaroni, etc. Be as creative as you can with your materials. Have fun!
7._____ Your puppet must be able to open and close their mouth. 

8. _____ Write the scene with your group. Everyone has their own script. You can work on this script at home with everyone, even if you’re sick. 

*****No one is allowed to hold all of the scripts for the group!
Everyone is responsible for holding their own scripts!*****
Some ideas for scenes:

1. You can use your superheroes and create a new scene and story. It’s all right if you’re in a different team. 

2. You can use a picture book as a story to perform.  

3. You can use a famous fairy tale to perform. You can mix fairy tales, ie. Into the Woods. 

4. You can use movie or television ideas, but you must write a new story.
5. You can use world issues, and or politics to talk about.

6. You can teach us a lesson or moral with your play.

7. I urge you to be unique and create your own story. 
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
